She describes:- The sexual, physical and emotional

abuse she suffered at the hands of her Stepfather and Mother, who then sold her into marriage at

the age of 16 - The heartbreak she suffered when she naively left her 22 month old baby behind

when she fled to London with the man she fell in love with, only to be abused by him for a further 23

years- The self-loathing, depression and despair she felt during those lonely years - The enormous

sacrifices she had to make to save herself and start a new life
